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The Open Pantry mission was born in August 2020.
Inspired by the compassion of Jesus and the long
standing spirit of St. Paul’s, this ministry seeks to
honor the dignity of every person in need. 

The Open Pantry is a simple cabinet outside the
church, filled twice each day with non‑perishable
food, personal care items and, during the winter,
handmade hats, gloves, and scarves offered with
love. 

Neighbors visit the pantry about nine times a day,
adding up to roughly 3,000 moments each year when
someone is reminded that they are seen, valued, and
cared for.
